Office Buildings, Industrial Buildings and Research Establishments

People spend a large percentage of their lives in places of work. We have
always sought to bring architectural delight into these spaces, whether they
are office buildings, research laboratories or industrial workshops. The
introduction odf natural light and connections to the external environment are
key components in providing comfortable work places. In addition a variety of
spaces and a clear and legible circulation enhance the quality of the
workspace.

I n recent years BREEAM (The Bri
Environmental Assessment Method) has played a major part in raising the
standard of office buildings, not just in terms of energy efficiency, but also in
enhancing the comfort of the general environment and the provision of
facilities. We achieved our first BREEAM Excellent rating for Office design for
an office building we designed for the Environment Agency back in 1997.
More recently we achieved the same rating for a mixed used project in
Craven Arms, which included a headquarters office for a Housing Association
along with office and shop units to rent, and nine affordable apartments

We have also designed Headquarter buildings for the Burnt Tree Group,
Shropshire Fire and Rescue Service. The Headquarters building we designed
for Polymer Laboratories at Church Stretton included highly specialised
manufacturing facilities for intermediate pharmaceuticals production. This
high technology unit incorporated laboratories, office accommodation and a
production space housing large scale equipment.

In addition to customised work spaces described above we have also been
involved in the design of several speculative office developments on business
parks.

Building Design and Environmental Sustainability

Environmental sustainability, energy efficiency and building durability are at the
forefront of current design considerations. The provision and use of buildings
has a huge impact on the environment. Energy used during building
construction, for heating, cooling and lighting buildings, and the chemicals
present in materials used in building services and components, all directly
affect occupants and the wider environment.

Many of our projects are assessed by
Environmental Assessment Method. This Assessment method seeks to
minimise the adverse effects of new buildings on the environment at global and
local levels, whilst promoting healthy indoor conditions for the occupants. The
assessment considers a wide range of internal and external environmental
issues including energy and water use, renewable resources, sustainability,
transport, comfort of occupants and ecology. We have attained BREAAM
Excellent rating on three projects to date.

We received the RICS Sustainabi | ity Award f ori atnbve
teaching facility at Walford College, Shropshire. This building incorporates a
biomass boiler, with energy supplemented from a ground source heat pump, a
wind turbine and photovoltaic panels. While this particular building has a range
of renewables we believe in a clear commonsense approach to sustainable
buildings: they should be carefully orientated, well insulated, well sealed and
well built to provide buildings that will last. They should also be delightful places
to occupy i to ensure longevity!

In terms of a wider perspective on sustainability we believe the re-use of
existing buildings is a matter of urgent concern. We believe the transformation
of the existing building stock will prove to be one of the greatest challenges.
We have undertaken a number of exciting projects working with existing
buildings, re-inventing them, enhancing their energy performance and
extending their life span. Examples of such projects include the conversion of a
warehouse into a learning centre for Shrewsbury Sixth Form College and the
conversion of an existing Church and an existing Civic Hall into apartments.

The
building has been awarded
a BREEAM Excellent rating,
and features free night
cooling, natural daylight and
ventilation, enhanced
insulation levels, and
rainwater harvesting.

The building has three
stories of open plan office
space in east and south
wings, and a four storey
central core of reception,
meeting and board rooms.
